During the III.ght 12 - i3 'NoV 44, 'the' lst Bn 'Staff am Lt Col Jofather, the 
RegtJ. Ex 0, went to the front lines of the 1st En ,to determine �~ �.� exact "-
strength and status" of the Bn • . It ' seemed to be iii a bad way as to s'b-eJl&th, 
physical. condition of the men and morale. All Bns received heavy mortar 
and arty 'fire throughotrt. the night. In · the morning an attempt WaS made to 
organize the LstBn. so that each grouP would have a de1"1III.te leader.. It was 
impossible to orgaDize into platoons and ccmpaDies, but all groups .. �1�f�t�I�~� 
organized into teams with defiIIl.te leaders. When the lJlt En got unier "/faY 
to IIDve to more tactical grown, they received heavy mortar and arty .tire 
and again became disorganized. At 0930 the 1st En received an attack. All 
a;vailable mortar and arty was put. on the enem;r and the attack -.rna,' stopped. 
At 1600 the 1st Bn started to witlxh'aw 'to an a:Jay area in the vicinity of 
the Bn cPo Ore plat from Co I ·-.rna put in position to takeover the pr0-
tection of the left flank of the 2d Bn. It partially occupied the ground 
given up by the lJlt En. BY- 1700 the. Regt. was buttoned up for the night. 
Special. empha:Jis ·was. placed' on supporting fires for the night as the Regt 
was not in a good position to repulse a strong counta-attack. Du,r.ing the day 
am III.ght the enemy received reinforcements., The arty and mortar fire great­
ly increased. At 2130 the eneD\1 attacked against Co G, supported by heavy 
mortar andllg!rt; arty!ire. SP 75's beca/lle very active against 2d and 3d Bm. 
On 14 Nov 44 at 0400, the Regt received orders to �h�a�~� a quartering party 
alerted to lIDVe by 0900 • . At 1000 notice was received to be prepared to meet 
representatives of eT 13. CT 13 being ordered to relieve C'r 110. During the 
afternoon the 2d Bn received heavy mortar and'arty fire. , . 
On 15 Nov 44 at 1300, officers and guides from CT 13 arrived' at Regtl CP. 
They were mat by officers from this Regt and oriented on the, positions they 
would occupy and the mechanics' of the relief '!'/Or-ked out. During the . after..., 
noon and night, eT' liO was re1l8'led by eT 13' am moved into a rear a:Jsy 
area in preparation to moving to the vicinitY. of WILTZ, LllXEMOOURG. The 
relief 1mS completed by 2300. The RegtJ. OP closed. at 2316. 
On 16 Nov 44 at 0630, the lBt Unit of OT liO crossed Regulating Point enroute 
to new area. At �1�8�3�0�~ �.� Colonel T. A • Seely, RegtJ. CIOOr, assumed connnand of 
new area at OONSlHUK, LUXEMB01J!GH. The 32d Cav Sqdn was attached to OT 110. 
The 2d and 3d Bns were front line - 1st En, Div Res, in assy area at FEULEN, 
LUXEMBOlRG. The Regt was to patrol and keep the enellij" east of t he om river, 
train and rehabilitate. Vigorous patrolJing arid trajrring \'rere carried out. 
This continued until the end of the month.

f. Results of operations covered in tlrl.s report: 
During the 15 ds;y period of fighting in the HURTGEN FOREST, tlrl.s Regt con­
tained the eIEllij" on a 3000 yard front and gained 3000 square yards of enell\Y' 
territory. One battalion of eIEllij" infantry was annihilated, IllalV prisoners 
were captured, am considerable eIl8lltr materiel waB destroyed. One of our 
Ens was sent to SCHlIIDT to assist our forces fighting there. The above .... as 
accomplished. lihile sustaining heavy losses. After moving to the LllXF)!BOURG 
area, we defended a 17 mile front. As a result of vigorous patrolJing, tbl 
enellij" was kept on t he east side 6f the OIR river, and l'I6 succeeded in kUling

the Regt, replaced its, losseS', and conducted a vigorous period of combat 
tr ci:I.J:IUjg. . .
